Fixt Sec's Report


	· There had been no further comments from Liverpool CC. There were seemingly 5 L CCC fixtures not 4. There was seemingly a new 1 day game in May. M/C would not circulate the fixtures until they had heard from Liverpool again.

· The Rainford CC Walking Day had been accommodated. Rainford CC was aware of this.

· The Rainhill CC Bank Holiday charity cycling day request was discussed in detail.

Registration Sec's Report


	· Three from Rainford CC were in the pipeline. They awaited now long delayed release documentation.

· Rainford CC had suggested that providing release/no release documentation should be in some way time limited. M/C thought this was a good idea. Discussion followed. It was agreed that during the season 7 days should be allowed, out of season 21 days. After this time interval M/C would intervene and make a release/not release decision binding on both clubs. M/C would draft a proposal and send it to the Hon Sec for inclusion in the AGM papers.

Hon Treasurer’s Report


	Draft Profit/Loss Summary 2011/12

· MB distributed copies. This was work in progress. Explanatory notes would be attached to the papers when submitted to the AGM.

· The Figures were discussed in detail. M/C and the Hon Treas in particular were happy with our financial progress particularly so in the light of the heavy expenditure this year. 

· The Hon Treas was keen to give a rebate to the clubs for the Handbooks. This had already been agreed.

· The financial papers would be sent to the Hon Treas in time for issuance with the AGM papers

· The auditor was ill, this complicated the auditing. A form of words would be found to explain this situation in the financial papers as necessary. 

Figures of Account

· Were stated 
End of Year Statements

· These had been sent to all clubs.

· M/C felt that these were an excellent very professional product.

· About 10 clubs were not set up on BACS

Sponsor's position over Daily Post.

· The Daily Post was soon to be no more in its current form. It was to become a weekly. There would be less exposure for the sponsor. M/C intended to "fight our corner" and run with this to get coverage into the Echo instead. This was attractive as its circulation was about 85,000 as opposed to that of the Post at about 8,000 and the sponsor could actually be better off if, as hoped, cricket and sport in general coverage switched to the Echo.

3rd XI Fine for non attendance at EoS SGM when no 3rd XI in L&DCC

· A club had emailed M/C over this. It was agreed that no fines should be levied for non attendance at EoS 3rd XI SGMs when the club had no 3rd XI in L&DCC. 

BACS Discount 

· It was confirmed that the BACS discount of 2.5% was applicable on the Club Subscription and Handbook only at the beginning of the season and at no other time.

	· The Data from play cricket plus other material (presented in our own way) was now up on the site for 2009 to 2011 and was now functioning properly.

	· The ECB Final Settlement document for 2011 had been received and discussed in already by email.  

· The proposals to AGM 2012 had been circulated after drafting. These were considered in detail. 

· The draft schedule of dates for Cr Co/ MC/ AGM and SGMs in 2012/2013 were discussed and approved. 

· There had been an email from the Cheshire County Welfare Officer to CW in relation to Birkenhead Park.  The Cheshire County Welfare Officer wanted to get some BH Park coaches signed off in terms of CRB
