· Re-categorisation of the L&DCC C&G criteria into the agreed 4 categories was in hand.

· Letters had been exchanged in respect of the N le W ECB C&G comments. M/C suggested that AB should now write to Paul Bedford advising of him of same and to "close the loop". This was agreed.

Fixt Sec's Report

	· The 3rd XI Div 1 Sat fixture problem with Birkenhead Park and Birchfield Park had been sorted by EH, several emails had been exchanged.

· Northern CC had now made clear to EH that they would only be entering 1 side in the 3rd XI Div 1 Sat, not two. There would now be 13 teams not 14 in this division. It would not be possible to bring in another side at this late juncture. EH suggested alternatives and it was agreed that EH should go ahead with changes that would produce the new fairest distribution of either 21/22 fixtures. M/C was grateful to EH for making this umpteenth revision to the fixtures.

· The Figures of Account were given:

· 9 clubs owed money at the end of the season on the basis of the season's end statement figures as sent to the clubs and all had paid promptly.

	· JW advised that, as previously agreed, we would be entering the LCB U13 and U15 2012 competitions.

· We would be re-launching the L&DCC U16/U20 competition at the AGM. There would 4 geographic regions N/S/E/W and play by dates in May to July. 

· These games would provide a lot more cricket in this age group and generate 4 regional winners. We would try to get the details into the Handbook.
