· The Action points were considered. Items 1, 6, 16, 20 and 22 were carried forward to August as items 1-5 on the July Action Points.

Cricket Chairman's Report


	· Matters arising from the Cr Co meeting 05 07 2011: CW suggested saving time here by taking the minutes from this meeting supplied and running through the points marked with an asterisk. This was agreed.
· 3c Brian Soo had been informed, there had been no reply other than more PL coverage 

· 3e Wigan had played the 2nd XI game in question.

· 3f Mike Leddy had resolved this. No illegal player had been used by Sefton.

· 4a.The circ of the spreadsheet had stimulated 6-8 (?) replies about fines and up to a point had "worked".

· 4b The second week of the new results system had worked well, two telephone calls had been needed on Sunday.

· 4c PL was discussed in detail later in the meeting.
· 5d The matter was resolved. SP would make a proposal to AGM 2012 about allowing Cat 3s to register for no higher than 3rd XI after the 31st May. CW had logged this already.
· 5f CW had spoken to Dave Goodall. It had been made clear that change was needed and DG would write to CW to update him in due course.
· 5g There would be proposals to AGM about (i) no sub pros (ii) no sub pros to cover disciplinary suspensions. CW had also logged this.

· 9b The SGM calling had gone smoothly. CW had written to Mellor Braggins C CL requesting written confirmation of the release of BHP to L&DCC.

· There were additional matters that had not been considered by Cr Co:

· Bootle 4 v Colwyn Bay 3: 5 points each was agreed.
· Wallasey 4s: EH would get Jason R to remove the Wallasey 4s fixtures and results from play cricket. EH felt it was vital to be consistent here. We could not/should not fine Wallasey for games after the resignation we had done the same with Ainsdale/Moorfield. We should however fine up to the point of withdrawal. 
· ORT 3s v Formby July 3 and ORT v Colwyn Bay July 10: These had not been played and needed to go on play cricket. 
· All these late games would have a potentially big impact on the league's shape at the last minute but it could not be helped. EH would pursue.
· John (R) asked about the U16/20s entries for 2011, he assumed that he was running it again this year. M/C agreed that he was. CW said he would dig out last year's material and send it to JR for him to approve. This would then go on the site and round by email too.

Hon Treas Report

	· Balances were stated
· Insurance Renewal – 40% increase in premium.  Referred back to Broker for quotations.  Only Invoice outstanding. 
· LCB Fee paid - £3,900 approx.  
· Laptop Scoring – Bootle supplied with new hardware and TCS have supplied Registration Numbers, etc.  
· Subscriptions mainly received there were  stragglers 
· Fines – All Club Treasurers e-mailed and around 50% have requested their details which MB had supplied by adjusting the Spreadsheet to show in Club, not date, order and extracting. 
· P-o-M for June o/s.   July Award is 5 weekends to 31/07/11.   August includes up to 28/08 (4) and September includes Aug Monday Bank Holiday up to 17/09.(4)  
· Website – List of amendments/improvements in hand.  
· See above Play cricket fines, the notification to the clubs of the half-season fines position via the EH spreadsheet had already been discussed partly but a discussion now and action to follow was needed. It was agreed that 
(i) all the £5 fines should apply but 
(ii) the more serious ones (£25/50/75) should be given a week to correct the errors, 
(iii) in the 3rd XIs only if there was no correction the fine would still apply but the points would not be taken off for fear of decimating the league table positions as raised at Cr Co, 
(iv) in the 2nd XIs the Regs would apply in full and as usual 
(v) Cup matches should be left as they were 

· PoM Photographs were being worked on, another one would appear in the St Helens Star a story about the young lad from Sutton Joe Nocter (sic?)
· JW had been startled by parts of a bill received from a club in respect of a cancelled juniors Rep game. They had requested payment for lost teas which was entirely fair but also one for ground preparation fees. The latter was denied, we did not do this.

Publicity & Sponsorship  Matters

	· Match Reports/ Reports in the press: M/C repeated it's thanks to John W for stepping into this breach over receiving the telephone calls with the results. JW felt that it was relatively easy to do as a job! PL had obviously tried to build up a mystique over the whole process, white smoke did not need to emanate from Ellesmere Port or indeed from Rainford. JW had had to ring two clubs on Sunday that was all. Jamie Bowman had been very pleased to deal with JW - or anyone else as he had pointed out at the beginning of the season.
· The clubs had been thanked on the website for their responses to the new system. PL was now following suit which was amusing. JW/CW had drafted an update on the position in respect of reporting results etc for the clubs to be circulated by email by CW.  CW and JW thought alike on this and had exchanged drafts. Copies of the draft were produced and the matter discussed. This idea was unanimously agreed. It was important not to let the utterly false and mendacious account from PL remain the only version out there - without getting into a slanging match by megaphone on the website and as previously unanimously agreed by all of M/C. 
· The L&DCC had won their first round of the LCB M Roche U15 competition in a close contest. The next game was v Central Lancs on Sun 14th August. CW gave his apologies; this was Area Finals day for the ECB t20. Ironically this was also at Central Lancs. John R said he would be able to go and to help with the U15s. CW would circulate the usual draft "cover grid" for M/C. See Appendix 2
· PL had reopened/relaunched his Forum/Soapbox. The numbers and activity was said to have dwindled of late. The PL initiatives using Face book and Twitter had seemingly failed.

· The second batch of 6 weekly figures on Spirit and playing surfaces had been published on the site and copied to ECB/Paul Bedford. AB had written to the clubs with follow up emails as promised with "well done" or "what are your views on this" etc. CW repeated how much ECB liked this use of the data "in Liverpool". It wasn't just us collecting data, it was us using it that was the key - it answered the question, "we now know this, so what?"

· PQS AB had had an email confirming that Adam Cooper has completed the following new PQS visits: Wavertree/St Helens Recs/Sefton Park/Maghull/Alder 
· Ian Mather Brewster had done follow up visits to: Ormskirk/Burscough/Ainsdale/Southport Trinity S & Birkdale/Prestatyn but not Hightown (unsure as he has not been able to establish contact) It was suggested that Shaun Vosloo be used as the Hightown intermediary.
· Adam Cooper had been to New Brighton/Parkfield-Liscard and Orrell.

	· Surface Mail Letters There were none.
· SGM re BHP: The calling papers had been released without difficulty. 
· CW was of the view that the majority needed for BHP's admission at the SGM was 2/3 of those voting, not a simple majority as PL had mendaciously stated on his website. Constitutional change needed 2/3 of all full member clubs. Only elections to M/C posts called for a simple majority.

· CW had written formally to Mellor Braggins requesting clarification of their position.

· Old Xavs: It was repeated that, as Old Xaverians were part of the Feeder League, they could not try to talk their way into the L&DCC separately. No further action could or should be taken on this point of principle. JW and CW had drafted an update for the clubs on this position and it was unanimously agreed that this should be added to the circ to the clubs already agreed.
