AB had spoken to Barry Keeble at the club, they knew what they had to do and were also to produce a plan of action.

· CW had checked that both OXs and P&O both had copies of the playing regulations for their play-off game and sent copies by email.

· A Daily Post article was to be written on the game. 

· Weather contingencies were discussed. 
· Mossley Hill CC

AB had written. They had reluctantly accepted the findings of the inspection.
· PQS update
There was nothing further to add, all reports had been issued.
· C&G Inspections of Feeder Leagues and BHP
AB was to inspect Sutton CC on Sat10th. This was the final inspection needed.

· The umpire's card marks would be distributed at the end of the season.

Following discussions at the ECB Chairman's meeting at Lord's in August, EH suggested that the extra £1000 from the ECB in 2012 might be spent of training (at least Premier League) groundstaff to Level 2 standard. MB made the point that this raised a problem Many Groundstaff were commercial operators, did we really want to train them? The consensus view was that this was not an appropriate use of funds.

AB was to write to all clubs and to ask them their view. 
· AB had not yet received anything from Premier League Skippers in terms of rank orders for grounds - an ECB requirement. Attempts had been made by M/C to obtain these ranking on a more regular basis attempts that had not proved successful as, technically, this was not mandated. It was unanimously agreed that AB would draft a posting for the website reminding the skippers that they had to produce this data by 30th Sept 2011 making clear that clubs that did not comply with this mandatory ECB 2011 requirement would receive no ECB funds for 2011 until they did. 
· Maghull CC was to be sent a letter from AB about covers if they were promoted to the Prem. The letter would resemble that sent to Rainford in 2009/10 i.e. they were to be put on early notice that if no covers were provided by Maghull in 2011 they were to be automatically relegated back to Div 1 at the end of season 2011. Their sheets alone were not fit for purpose. Covers could also be hired and/or insured.

	· L&DCC as a Limited Company
The document from the Southern Premier League had been circulated and considered. It was unanimously agreed that this was not the way to go for the L&DCC. The cons heavily outweighed the pros and LCB agreed.

· 2011/12 and 2013
M/C was to facilitate a meeting between two leagues post playoff game. JW was to lead. 
· BHP process to follow
The process was ongoing and satisfactory so far.
· Retrieving 2010 Cups
This had been difficult. CW had tracked the progress with M/C. We were missing several, perhaps as many as four 3rd XI Cups. 

· LCC 24/09/2011Barnsley
CW would be attending

CW had checked, the clubs had advised that they had hard copies already - presumable R&R Handbooks or downloaded from the site. To be doubly sure CW had already explicitly emailed copies to more than one person at both clubs. Belt and braces were therefore in place!

Hon Treasurer’s Report


	· Funeral of Brian Lewis

MB has attended. The funeral was packed to the doors and the service had been very appropriate.

· Figures of account
These were stated.

· The Profit and Loss Account for 2011

This was discussed in detail using a current print off of the work in progress. 

The figures shown were 95% complete, they were "almost there"; they already balanced to within a few pounds.

MB ran through the figures in detail. 

· One matter in the data required particular consideration as it was "new" to 2011. The cost of four Annual Dinner tickets (4 x £30.00 for full member clubs) was now being deducted at source from the accounts of clubs in the "Final 2011 Settlement"; this was different. It would simplify considerably the collection of such monies. The payment for these tickets would now appear in the chronologically correct year for that Annual Dinner. However payment for tickets over and above this number would require separate collection by John R and the figures for these tickets would appear in the following year's accounts as usual. 

The Annual Dinner was on 21st of October and at Bootle this year as already notified by John R to this committee. There was a query over tickets from the MCUA.  After discussion it was agreed that MB would deal with the MCUA over these tickets.

We should invite Peter Moores as well as Andy Hayhurst to the Annual Dinner. Tony Crooks was also suggested.

· Subscriptions
These had all been collected.

· Fines
Fines stood at £4,095.00 for 2011 so far. 
· Handbook 2012
Both R&R and F&I Handbooks would be reprinted. 

JW volunteered to do the job of coordinating the Handbooks in 2012 as long as the basic format was retained. M/C was pleased and accepted this offer. 
· Computers 2012
The Prem scorers 2011 debrief meeting was in hand MB had sent out an email to the Prem Clubs.

As previously agreed all Prems would receive a grant in 2012 to defray the cost of using Live Update via their dongles. The dongle was primarily needed to make sure that the result of the game was posted promptly on play cricket at the end of the game but we had agreed that all the Prems should use Live Update as well. Chris Higginbottom when asked by EH about the cost of Live Update had replied that clubs did not have to update every over. M/C felt that this rather missed the point of using Live Update; we should use it in full in the Prem.

Pay-as-you-go dongle contracts were much more expensive than monthly contracts.

MB would make a posting on the site inviting Division 1 and 2 clubs to apply for a BFS L&DCC computer package for use in 2012. They could be required to reply via the website. This would also be an agenda item at the EoS meeting
· Divisions 1 and 2 would not be forced to accept a computer in 2012. Live Update would not be compulsory there but they would need a dongle in order to get the result up onto play cricket promptly and thereby bypass PL. They would not be receiving an L&DCC Live Update grant and such updating would not be mandatory.
