WIDNES CC 3rd XI was also present in an ex officio capacity having been invited to this meeting by MiL&DCC as a future Associate Member club subject to approval at AGM 2015
1.2 Apologies

Present were Eric Hadfield (President) John Williams (Chair) John Rotheram (Cricket Chair), Chris Weston (Hon Sec) Rob Durand (1st and 2nd XI Fixtures Sec) and representatives from 29 clubs.

Apologies were given from Alan Bristow (L&DCC Hon Treas) and Iain McKillop (L&DCC C&G Chair). Fleetwood Hesketh CC had emailed to apologise for their inability to be present.
CW requested that the voting cards be left on the tables at the end of the meeting and noted that the roll would be checked again at the end of the meeting.
2.         Chairman's opening remarks
JW repeated his welcome to representatives and set out carefully the purpose of the meeting. He confirmed that we were here to discuss all matters relating to the MiL&DCC 3rd XI structure which encompassed all teams from 3rd XI onwards. At present that could cover teams three to seven (!)
This meeting could not make constitutional change but it could discuss the issues to be raised under item 3 on the agenda and M/C could then make formal proposals as and if necessary to AGM 2015.
MiL&DCC had six 1st and 2nd XI divisions and five 3rd XI ones but the meeting should know that M/C often spent 60 or 70% of its time on the 3rd XI divisions!
3.         Report from the 3rd XI Working Party Oct 2014
Introduction 

The Chair had prepared a paper for this meeting based on the outcomes from the 2014 3rd XI Working Group. See Appendix 1 below.

8 clubs had expressed a wish to contribute to the Working Party; there had been five written submissions.

The paper was intended to be a basis for discussion here now.
In previous years such consultations had led directly to changes in the format of the Embee Cup and to the regulations that applied to the eligibility of juniors in Sunday 3rd XI games.
There had been no tremendous desire amongst this working party for change to Saturday 3rd XI cricket although there might still be changes made if the mood of this meeting was different.

The majority of the discussions had related to Sunday 3rd XI cricket. Shorter games and/or changes in format had been the main topics for discussion.
There had actually been fewer conceded games in the MiL&DCC in 2014, it had not felt like that at the time but the conceded games largely revolved around two teams that had had problems. The Chair intended to return to this in detail later in this discussion.
3.1 Shorter Games
The Chair addressed the first issue in the paper, that of the length of games. At the moment all 3rd XI games were of approximately 5½ hours in length. On a 12.00 noon meet for an away game and a 7.40pm finish, this meant getting home by 8.30/9.00pm; effectively most of the day was involved. Was this too long? Would more people play if the day was shorter? 

The President Eric Hadfield (EH) reminded that under playing regulation 4.2.3 it was already possible for any 3rd XI game to start early if both captains agreed.
The Chair called for comments from club representatives.

Lytham took the opposite view to those who suggested shorter games or limited over formats. Their club used 3rd XI cricket to introduce age group players to open declaration cricket which was the format played in the 1s and 2s, they didn't want that changing, Lytham wanted juniors to play in this format so as to "bring them on" and they would not support a change that moved away from time cricket.
Parkfield Liscard took the opposite view to Lytham; they had struggled with numbers and a shorter game would benefit them and if changes to age group eligibility were not made as well they would continue to struggle to get a 3rd XI out. 

Bootle agreed with Lytham, they liked the 5½ hour open declaration format. It looked as if we were being pushed towards the Embee (20/20) format on Sundays.

Skelmersdale felt that length and eligibility were linked and needed to go hand in hand. The Chair was not so sure, he accepted some linkage but they were largely separate issues. He went on to say in response to the Parkfield Liscard point over age group eligibility that we were already at the limit of ECB Age Groups i.e. our regs applied right up to the U19s level and the 2014 Working Party had felt this was about right. Skelmersdale felt that getting teams out was not age group related but was linked to eligibility. We needed more players to be eligible e.g. 2nd XI players from the Sat should all be automatically eligible. The Chair cautioned that Spirit of Cricket issues had been real in 2014 and that regulations in this area had a tendency to get abused.
Rainford felt that this was a big subject and each club had its own needs. Rainford agreed with Lytham and Bootle. Rainford echoed Lytham's point, they too used Sunday 3rd XI cricket to "blood" players particularly the age group ones. If reduced or limited over cricket was introduced it would damage their ability to bring players on. A compromise was unlikely to suit all.

EH added that the feeling of the Working Party was that 3rd XI Premier cricket was different and should be left as it was. The Chair agreed; any changes were probably aimed at the two regional Division1s on Sunday. He called on Div 1 Sunday clubs to comment.

Newton le Willows responded, they were Div1 (NE). Changes to a limited overs format or to reduced time games would not suit them either. An earlier start using the current format was a possibility for them; however junior games in the morning might be a problem. The Chair felt that this linked nicely to the next Working Party outcome for consideration. 
There no further comments from clubs in respect of shorter times for games.

 The Chair summarised by saying that, following this discussion on shorter/changed format games, we had no proposal to put to AGM 2015
3.2 Earlier Starts
The Chair moved the meeting on and repeated (i) the link here to 3.1; (ii) the Working Party had recognised this link but felt the discussions had warranted it having a separate section and (iii) that potential changes were indeed suggested for the Sunday Division 1s and not the Premier Division.
He posed the question to clubs "how many had realised that regulation 4.2.3 existed?" and confessed he had not been aware of this; only twelve indicated that they did. CW commented that this was an old, little used regulation but it had been introduced to address exactly the issues being discussed again here this evening.
The Chair went on to address the potential problem of clashing with age group cricket on a Sunday morning (e.g. with 9s-13s). Lytham felt that age group cricket was not the issue; football and rugby were more significant. The Chair had encountered this too and felt that such players then had a choice to make. 

He posed further questions "how many clubs ran age group Sunday morning cricket?" On a show of hands, twenty two indicated that they did; only Colwyn Bay could guarantee am Sunday to be free. "How many clubs felt that that varying start times might help?" several indicated that this could help.
Rainford asked what sort of a shift we were talking about; starting at 10.00 would run into dew on the grass problems. There were various replies; one hour earlier seemed the most likely shift. The Chair repeated the question "would an early start help some clubs?" Again, several clubs felt it could help. It was up to clubs to contact each other on this. 

Hightown took a different approach; it was not about start times it was about all the restrictions such as the (11 game 50% rule) count backs, this was what stopped clubs getting teams out. N le W disagreed; the regulations were there to stop abuse of Spirit of Cricket happening. Hightown was however supportive of the other clubs that said that they used Sunday 3rd XI cricket to bring on age group players, introducing them to time cricket was important but repeated that restrictions stop clubs getting teams out, they would have about twenty something players out of fifty players from which to get out two teams in 2015 and they would be struggling. The Chair thanked Hightown, this was a good point well made but we did need a balance between restrictions to protect Spirit of Cricket and eligibility.
The comment was made that, for some clubs, friendly games were better i.e. ones largely free of league and cup regulations. There was agreement in the room for this.
Colwyn Bay felt that the problem was that, in some clubs such as theirs, there was not a sufficient degree of depth of players available over teams 1 to 3. A Colwyn Bay 3rd XI eligibility anecdote was shared.  The Chair confirmed the correctness of their response but in some instances clubs seemingly did not understand the regulations and perhaps needed to look at the handbook.

The Hon Sec (CW) supported the Chair's comments. Cr Co had had to deal with far too many problems linked to abuse of Spirit of Cricket in 2014.

Hightown then suggested that we might consider making eligible older players in 3rd XI Sunday teams on much the same basis that we allowed age group young players to play. The Chair felt this was a very good suggestion, it was a genuinely new approach and in step with the over 40s league planned for 2015. There was strong support from the room. There could be similar controls on such players as those in place on age group players. This additional level of controlled eligibility could also help immensely with providing transport for a team containing a lot of age group players. A comment was made by a club to the effect that this would mean that one club's entire first team would now be eligible to play in their 3rd XI on Sunday, this amused the meeting.
A discussion on the exact age at which eligibility should be permitted on this basis took place. It was agreed without dissent that this should 40 years of age as this fitted well with the projected over 40s league.
Old Xaverians supported this idea; it was a good one and would help.

The Chair repeated his thanks to Hightown for this suggestion; which would now form the basis of a proposal to AGM 2015. He went on to suggest that this proposal should be henceforth known as The Layborne Proposal. This amused the meeting.
The Chair again summarised; 
(i) Some clubs would wish to start 3rd XI games earlier in 2015 using regulation 4.2.3 the profile of which had just been raised considerably but there would be no AGM 2015 proposal on this; clubs would be reminded of 4.2.3 again at future meetings and certainly at the pre season meeting 2015.

(ii) There was no appetite for a shorter or different format 3rd XI league game in the L&DCC 3rd XIs; there would be no AGM 2015 proposal on this.

(iii) There was considerable support from this meeting for a proposal to AGM 2015 allowing over 40s players to play on a Sunday on the same basis as the age group players were currently permitted to play.
3.3 Fines on conceded games

The Chair introduced this topic from the Working Party by explaining that at times during 2014 it had seemed that there had been an increase in the number of conceded games. There had however been a distorted perception.

When the full mathematics had been done at the end of the season it had become clear that there was no increase, there had actually been a small but worthwhile fall in the number of conceded games relative to the previous season; the overall % was less than 2%.

In 2013: there had been in all 42 conceded games in league fixtures

In 2014: there had been 37- a reduction of almost 12% year on year
In 2014 there had been 2652 (!) scheduled MiL&DCC league games

∴ % league games defaulted in 2014 37/2652 x 100 = 1.39% - which actually wasn't a lot.

Play-cricket records showed that only a small number of clubs had had a problem, this was very regrettable and the sides had had to be withdrawn from their league but this evidence was reassuring in the face of the results nationally from the National Cricket Players Survey 2104.
The Working Party had felt that there was no evidence for the cancellation of games being caused by people not wanting to play; it was lack of players or transport etc. The level at which fines were set for conceded games was high at £50, this was felt to need an adjustment to a sliding scale, one starting at £20 for the first conceded game, £30 for the second and £40 for the third. Three conceded games would still mean withdrawal of that team from competitive league games with a reversion to playing friendlies as and when possible. 

It was agreed without dissent that this reduction in fines for conceded games should go to AGM 2015 as a proposal
Northop Hall wanted M/C to look at each conceded game closely to investigate the grounds for conceding. If the grounds were genuine then the M/C should give a bit of lee way to the club. NHL had conceded two games in 2014. The background to one of the games was given, the game had not been conceded because people wanted to watch football or similar, maybe the fine should have been waived completely. M/C should look into reasons. The weather had affected the game, it was a nonsense that when NHL had tried to rearrange the game the opposition had preferred to take 25 points for a conceded game rather than to rearrange. It was also nonsense when only one game in a whole division was played on a particular rain affected day; all games should then be cancelled by M/C. 
N le W disagreed, weather could be very different over even short distances and some grounds coped with weather better than others. The Chair added that we covered a very big area geographically and the weather could be very different over this area in one day.

The Chair thanked NHL and responded that there were several very different issues here. There seemed to be confusion particularly between conceding a game, rearrangement of a game and weather affected abandoned games. Weather issues affecting ground fitness to play caused abandoned games not conceded games. Each team received 5 points, there were no penalties. Rearranging a fixture at short notice because of weather was not how this rearranging facility was meant to be used. A 3rd XI game could be rearranged relatively well in advance if a 1st or 2nd XI cup or league fixture meant that the ground was not available for the 3rd XI. 
The Chair doubted that the M/C had the time to look into each every abandonment or concede in detail, we would need about four more people on M/C to do this; like club officials, M/C were volunteers too and they could not physically make teams play.
The Chair asked exactly what proposal was being put by NHL.  NHL felt that the Assistant Results Secretaries should monitor here. The comment was made from the floor that this could be murky; The Chair added that ARS' were not appointed to carry out ground inspections and to adjudicate on conceded games, they checked results and play-cricket.

Old Xaverians advised that football games got cancelled owing to weather too and when that happened it just happened, it was impossible to police every unusual event.
3.4 3rd XI team cards

The Chair asked why team cards did not get exchanged as they should be in many 3rd XI games. The regulations made it clear this was mandatory in every L&DCC game. For all sorts of reasons it was totally irresponsible not to exchange team cards before the game. If there was some terrible accident with an age group player and no team cards had been exchanged there was nowhere for the players to hide, the responsibility became personal. M/C was determined to make sure these cards did get exchanged from now on.
There would be a proposal to AGM 2015 that a cut down and simplified Match Result Form together with the two team cards would be sent to the ARS after the game by the home team either electronically with scans or photos of front and back of the cards or by surface mail. 
This idea has also come from the Working Party. This whole process would be a simplified version of what already happened in the 1st and 2nd XIs. The time for return of the cards would be more generous than that in the 1s and 2s, there would be a back up fine of £5.
BH Park supported this and said how vital the cards were when it came to putting the results on p-c, score books filled in by young players could be a nightmare to follow in terms of their legibility and accuracy. There was support in the room for this comment.
The Chair agreed. This year the names on the cards had been vital when dealing with allegations of ineligible players in games but really it was both teams who needed to know who was actually playing. There was a duty of care in respect of children, it was impossible to do this properly if their names and ages were not known. We really should be doing this.

3.5 Payment for teas

CW ran through the vote at AGM 2014 on this issue, Clubs had voted overwhelmingly to bring the 3s into line with the 1s and 2s over teas i.e. "the home team pays". One club had written proposing a reversion to the old system in 2015 as there had been too many Sunday away games lost to weather and they felt that they had lost out. CW posed the questions, "did we want a proposal to do this, had there been problems in 2014?"
BHPark felt that things had been fine. A club asked what the problem was alleged to be. CW felt it was one of not getting money back equitably through not playing away enough. Another club felt it was a personal cash flow problem.

The question was repeated "was there any wish to change the arrangements for teas in the 3s?" there was no reply. There would be no proposal to AGM 2015. The meeting moved on.

3.6 Relaxations on eligibility

The Chair reminded that this had already been discussed at length under 3.1 and 3.2 and an AGM proposal on over 40s eligibility had been agreed but he reminded the meeting that there was already a facility for clubs to apply to M/C on a case by case basis at relatively short notice for a car driver who was otherwise ineligible to actually play with special permission from M/C. This enabled teams with lots of young players to get to a game and for the fixture to be fulfilled. That driver had to bat at 10 or 11 and not bowl if he was a bowler. SoC was paramount in the way he was to be used in the game. Alder, Lytham and Prestatyn had all benefitted from such permissions in 2014. Clubs would be reminded at the pre season meeting of this M/C flexibility along with the possibility of an earlier start if clubs wanted that.
3.7 Associate Member clubs and formal extension of Sunday eligibility requirements to include them too
The Chair explained that there was another issue in respect of eligibility relating to Birchfield Park, Goodlass, Merseyside Cricket and Cultural and Norley Hall CCs in the L&DCC 3rd XI structure. These clubs were Associate Members and did not have 1st and 2nd XIs in our structures. Some of these players had been played on a Sunday without the MiL&DCC Spirit of Cricket controls being applied. This had led to tensions. The matter had been discussed by the Working Group
To deal with this issue there would now be a proposal to AGM 2015 that the same eligibility regulations would be applicable in full in future to Associate Member clubs. The 50% 11 game back count rule would apply as would the controls on all age group players etc. It was recognised that it would be challenging to have to police across different league boundaries e.g. S&D ACL/Cheshire etc. but it was the right way to go as it was fairer this way. Birchfield Park made clear that they had only about 30 players to run two separate teams and at some times in the year they might now struggle to do this. The Chair suggested that the "over 40s increased eligibility proposal" might help here.
3.8 Cross club registrations
Birkenhead Park felt there was a problem with registrations across leagues and different clubs.

The Chair agreed. This had been examined in some detail; there had been problems in 2014. He ran though the L&DCC position on this. Age group players could play age group cricket across more than one club or league but all-age cricket could only be played for one club. This meant that "junior" cricketers could not play for more than one club in all-age cricket. We were a premier league and this applied to all such leagues. There had been problems over this in 2014; it was no secret that this had been in the Wigan area.

A comment was made that friendly games on a Sunday would solve a huge number of such problems. The Chair replied that Development Teams had been tried repeatedly in the L&DCC in the past without success, M/C had even got as far as producing a set of fixtures for such teams in the past but games had not subsequently been played, too few teams were involved. 
Friendly games would have very few regulations, ECB age group restrictions (helmets, overs bowled etc) would still apply but that was about all. The games would till be part of the L&DCC with all that that brought - insurance, LCB etc and if there was a will we would find a way and organise it but it needed a sizable number of clubs to want to participate. 

Widnes were joining the L&DCC 3rd XI structure in 2015, this would be confirmed at AGM 2015. We had not as yet had it confirmed  that Merseyside Cricket and Cultural was putting in another team to play in the Sunday structure as well, Skelmersdale were still not sure if they were putting in a team in 2015 as they had not yet had their AGM. We needed to know by the end of November exactly how many clubs were putting in teams to the conventional 3rd XI structure and how many into a friendly structure.  We needed to get on with the fixtures. The Hon Sec would write to all clubs.
4.         Discussion of matters relating to season 2014 and plans for 2015
The Chair commented that most of the items normally covered here had been dealt with under item 3.
 4.1 NCPS Feedback
CW gave a brief report and referred clubs to the findings of the 2014 survey. He strongly encouraged them to contact him to get the website access details so that they could look at the results for themselves. 
CW had "drilled down" in the jargon and looked at the outcomes for 3rd XI cricket in the MiL&DCC. On the whole 3rd XI MiL&DCC players liked their cricket and were quite happy. At this level there was an 80% overall satisfaction level, nationally it was slightly lower at 78%; 64% would actively promote their cricket, nationally it was much lower at only 47%; 51% of us wanted to play more cricket; nationally it was much higher at 65%. We should not be complacent but these figures were encouraging.
The feedback from this meeting was in line with these statistics. There was no desire radically to change the kind of cricket we played but, as this meeting showed, M/C was very serious when we said we wanted feedback and that we would act upon it.
4.2 Season 2015 fixtures

EH was keen to produce the fixtures but repeated that we needed to know exactly who was putting in how many teams. In Sunday Div 1 (NE) there was a total 10 teams at present and 9 in (SW). 
Widnes would be coming in to the Sunday SW division M C&C were said to be putting a new side too. Northern might be putting in a new team, Parkfield Liscard might want to come back and Sefton Park might put in a 7th team. The (SW) division could have as many as 12 teams. As already stated we had to know for definite by the end of this month. 

Parkfield Liscard wanted to field a development side; Sefton Park wanted their 7th XI to be a development side too. We needed 6 or 7 teams to be able to write decent fixtures for a new and separate "development side's league" but we would look at all options when clubs made clear exactly which teams they were entering. Any development side structure would play friendly games with light tough regulations but would still be under the full L&DCC umbrella.
5.         Embee Cup Trophy Draw 2015
No draw was possible as all the clubs were not known. The question was posed "was entry compulsory?", this question had been put to the Chair by a club during the season.  One club replied "when you're in you're in". It was agreed without dissent that the present position was the right one, Embee Cup entry was compulsory.

A club asked if the present 20/20 format of the Embee was under review. The Chair replied that it was not. This change was judged as having been very popular and very successful. Only 2 games were conceded in 2014, this was a very much better position to be in than that in the old longer KO Cup format in which the number of conceded games was much greater and the main reason that change had been enacted. No other wish for new options on the format of the Embee was expressed from the floor and the meeting moved on.
6.         Any other Business

6.1 Locked games 

Bootle made the point that the principle of locked games did not apply to Sunday games. This seemed unfair and had caused difficulties, the principle was a good one and needed to apply to both Sat and Sunday. CW commented that this had been done deliberately at the time so as not further to restrict eligibility. The Chair promised that M/C would examine this.
6.2 Challenger Tec

CW referred to the postings on the website over this. This was about getting Wi-Fi into your club and using it to benefit the club

What was on offer could really improve the ability of a club to reach people via email, Facebook and Twitter quickly and easily. Challenger Tec, in conjunction with ECB and LCB, was giving a presentation of the what, the why and the how on Thursday 13th November 2014 Bootle CC at 7.00pm
 

 6.3 Play cricket
EH explained that p-c was currently being updated. This latest update had omitted some vital columns of data e.g. conceded games, the total points tables were now therefore often wrong. e.g. in 2nd XIs Div 2 now looked as if Spring View were second not Caldy. The tables as at the end of the season were accurate. M/C had copies and was working to them. P-c was aware of the problem and was working on it.

6.4 Spare fixtures in 2014
A club asked how these worked. EH explained that they balanced out and that all clubs played the same number of games that counted towards the points in the league tables. There had been twenty matches. There had therefore been two of these free weekends in 2014. The number varied with the number of teams in the division each year. Colwyn Bay advised that they were keen to play other clubs on a friendly basis in their two gap weeks.
7.         Closure of proceedings. 

CW asked that the voting cards be left on the tables for collection and rechecked the roll call. 

The Chair thanked club representatives for their attendance, wished them a safe journey home and closed the meeting at 9.07pm.
Appendix 1

ITEMS ARISING FROM 3rd XI WORKING GROUP 2014 

The group was not aware of any great desire or need to alter the current arrangements for Saturdays. 
1.  Consensus that consideration should be given to SUNDAY 3rd Xl matches taking up a shorter 
amount of time - in particular the two regional divisions. 
Possible ways of playing a shorter game are: 
·   Reduce playing time from current five and a half hours to five or four and a half hours - with 
bonus points adjusted accordingly.
·   Play a fixed / limited overs game (35/40 overs) and i) retain facility of a draw ii) change to win or 
lose 
·   Possibility of playing a mixed season of half full length and half 20/20 or 30/30 
2.  Discussion around earlier starts - recognition that some clubs have junior games on Sunday 
Mornings. Perhaps greater use of the facility in 4.2.3 for earlier start on Sundays "by agreement". 
3.  Suggestion that the fine for conceded matches in 3rd XI's be reduced from £50 to £20 - with increase 
to 30 and 50 if repeated. 
4.  Strong view that Team Cards must be completed (with view that this is not happening). Suggestion that a 
(simplified) MRF be introduced - to be sent with team cards. 
5. Teas - possible need to revisit payment arrangements 
6. Facility to relax eligibility for players - as drivers, to enable teams to play away. 
7.  Need to ensure/extend all eligibility regulations to Associate Member Clubs playing in different Leagues on 
Saturdays. 
8.  Need to reinforce ruling that a player - irrespective of age - cannot be registered and play in more than one 
adult League at the same time. 
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
