As usual, for clarity and continuity, the minutes here shown are mostly arranged in published agenda order rather than "meeting chronological order."
7.32 pm
1.       Apologies

a) Alan Bristow, Mike Leddy and John Williams had given their apologies.
b) The Chairman and 8 members were present. John Rotherham (Cricket Chair and Rainhill CC), Eric Hadfield (L&DCC President), Chris Weston (Hon Sec), David Snellgrove (Bootle CC) Bob Williams  (BStMs CC), Les Swain (SHR) Mike Poole ( Sefton Park CC), Ray Rigby (MCUA), John Brown (Orrell Red Triangle CC)
c) The minutes from the previous meeting had been circulated without difficulty; there were no matters arising that would not be dealt with en passant. 
2.        Chairman's opening remarks. 

a) The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting at 7. 32 pm, in particular extending a welcome to Bob Williams.
3.
  Matters relating to Fixtures issues 
a) Liverpool CC
CW rehearsed an outline of the situation this season with Liverpool CC and Lancashire County Cricket Club. There had been a very late in the day decision by L CCC to play an extra fixture at Liverpool CC in Sept. L CCC had only told L CC via their Rugby section (!) by accident at a meeting on Monday last. M/C had not been informed and was very unimpressed at this discourteous behaviour. The 2nd XI fixture on Sat 10th Sept needed rearranging. There was material posted on Phil Lovgreen's website but nothing from the club to us. CW was to write to Liverpool CC to find out what was going on.

CW received a surface mail letter the next day See Appendix 1.These have been circulated to Cr Co.
b) t20 National Rounds
CW reported in brief on the final of the L&DCC t20, he had been there to present the Trophy.

New Brighton had won on the last ball. Sadly the game would be likely to be remembered for accusations of cheating and crowd indiscipline. CW has submitted a report as had the umpires.

c) U16/20s - add St Helens and Highfield to U16s.
The Draw was carried out after the meeting. See Appendix 2
d) BFS L&DCC KO Cups x 3

· 1st XI RD KO Cup was progressing after some delays

· 2nd XI Chester Cup was too

· 3rd XI Embee was at the Finals stage 

Jason R was formally thanked for sorting out Maghull CC's disappeared (?!) play cricket fixture.

e) Caldy CC  Appeal to league

As promised to M/C John Rotheram had visited Caldy and inspected their 3rd XI pitch. It was good enough for a one off 2nd XI fixture. It was a bit short (40 yards) on one of the straight boundaries, the rest - changing/showers/teas/parking etc, was fine. Cr Co formally unanimously agreed this as a one off and very exceptional request. Alan Bristow was to contact Caldy to tell them to "go ahead". 

f) Colwyn Bay CC  v Newton le Willows CC 3rd XI
N le W had cried off, too many of them were running the rearranged t20 Final which had been done superbly - CW had seen that at first hand. It seemed harsh to fine them and deduct points. The matter was discussed. Cr Co unanimously agreed that CB CC + 25 points but N le W no fine and no points deducted.

g) Colwyn Bay CC v St Helens CC 3rd XI fixture
St Helens CC was unable to raise a side as they had a 2nd XI fixture at the same time. No more rearrangements were possible all slots had gone. The matter was discussed and unanimously agreed as CB CC + 25 points, St Helens CC -10 and a fine. There were no mitigating circumstances.
Cr Co thanked EH for all the work he was doing quietly and completely unseen with fixtures.
4.        Matters relating to Play-Cricket 
a) Reporting of Results to the Press update.
In the absence of John Williams CW gave a brief report. Phil Lovgreen's accounts on his personal website were pure fantasy. John Williams material was being used not Phil Lovgreen's. We could prove this but chose not to. The new system was working well. 

Cr Co thanked JW for all his efforts, not just those with Results, running Player of the Month Awards was an exacting business too.
b) 3rd XIs and play cricket 
There was no report from Mike Leddy who was not well. EH felt there was little point in him continuing to plough through the 3rd XI fixtures, there was now no way to tell if a timing fine should/should not have been applied. It was either checked on the due day which then gave usable information for the spread sheet or it was not and did not. 
c) Fines
There had been a lot of the usual complaints; clubs could not really complain that they had not been notified given their having been sent a copy of the spread sheet. It was not known if MB was sending emails to repeat offenders.

Fines had been rolled out by EH on the spread sheet as agreed at the last meeting(s). The majority of clubs had corrected the errors after stark warnings of point losses. The maximum fine applied here was £25, not the roll up to multiples of £75 - all as previously agreed.

3rd XIs were being fined at the rate of £5.00 for late reporting.
Liverpool owed £120. There had been no point's deductions in the 3rd XIs. Mike Poole was pleased and particularly thanked EH for picking a safe way through this mine field.
d) StHRecs 2nd XI MRF
CW had received a formal complaint against Jason Ratcliffe, the ARS for the 2nd XI 2nd Division from St Helens Recs CC; Les Swain gave a report. Jason R had fined them for their last MRF (27th July) being late and it was not. He had no confidence in Jason, he was conducting a vendetta against the club, this had happened before. Play cricket for this game was now locked. 

EH expressed surprise, Jason was normally very efficient with his admin but he promised to trawl and check the record for this particular MRF and report back. He usually sent emails. LS said he had never received any. EH would unlock this particular game for LS later tonight.
5.        Matters relating to Registration of Players
a) Barbados exchange of players update

Ted Williams had intended to attend this meeting to give a report but had since offered his apologies. CW gave a very brief update. As tasked he had spoken to Dave Goodall who had promised to write to the Hon Sec.
b) Huyton players; Wallasey and Bootle transfers
Huyton CC had folded at 1st XI level.

The registration of Dave Conlan at Wallasey had been accepted. Huyton were continuing to play at 2nd XI, effectively this was the Manweb side and they did not exchange players with the 1st XI (!!). Huyton intended to try again next year at 1st XI level.

P Stevens had transferred from Huyton to Bootle for the same reason.

RR commented that it was worrying that D. Conlan scored 30 on Sun for Wallasey. He was actually at Newton le Willows at the t20 Final. It was pointed out that there was more than one D Conlan. This needed looking into. [CW later checked; Dave Conlan had played in the Sat 3rd XI not the Sun one.]
c) S Khan Bootle/SP CC and Northern CC request for reconsideration

Phil Cooper had emailed again on 2nd August 2011 relating to the registration of Saj Khan by Bootle CC and requesting a reconsideration of the matter by Cr Co at their meeting on Tuesday 2nd August 2011.
 

The matter was raised and discussed at length, CW read out the whole letter in its entirety and circulated it amongst the Cr Co. Cr Co was pleased that three members of Cr Co now present were hearing this matter for the first time not having been present at the two previous meeting when the matter was previously discussed
 

The additional information provided was welcomed. It is not now in dispute that S Kahn was properly and fully registered at Sefton Park CC at the beginning of this season; that temporary confusion was now clarified to everyone's satisfaction. SP CC was satisfied that this was an accurate statement of the SP CC position in the early part of this season.
 

After much discussion Cricket Committee recognised a dichotomy here. It was agreed that, while we had to apply the regulations fairly and be consistent, there were two possible and contradictory principles at work here in respect of S Khan.
 

(i) those on registration high lit in yellow in the email 
 

and
 

(ii) Cr Co's careful decision to, in this the first year of full registration applying to third and lower teams, allow Cat 1b and 3b players to register and play for no higher than team 3 and on the same basis as other Cat 1a and Cat 2 players, up to the 31st July and then to put the matter to the clubs as a proposal to AGM 2012. Several such players have been accepted on this basis in June/July having gone through recent Cr Co's and been ratified by M/C. They could therefore be registered up to 48 hours later and did not need registration by the preceding Wed. Spirit was the key. S Khan seemed covered by this. We had agreed to propose this to AGM 2012. 
It was agreed that the second of these principles should apply in the case of S Khan.
 

In consequence no points etc were to be deducted from Bootle CC and 25 points will not be awarded to Northern CC - as originally actioned by Mike Leddy and before the matter was put to Cr Co. 
CW was to write. He commented that he grew weary of this saga, it was going on too long and there was wry support from some around the table.
 
d) EH reminded Cr Co that juniors could be and still were being registered.

6.       3rd XIs reportage

a) EH reported that no more fixture rearrangements were possible, we were "full". Any in the future would have to be conceded.

b) No further report was possible.
7.     C&G matters

a) L&DCC C&G Inspections
 These were continuing as planned.
b) Inspecting aspirant promotion clubs; S&D CL/ M CC 
AB had given a presentation to the S&D CL on "play offs" as mandated by M/C following the recent SGM on Birkenhead Park. A thorough power point presentation had been made which laid it on the line. Only Prescott & Odyssey CC had expressed a wish (i) to be inspected and (ii) participate after having seen this presentation.

AB intended to give an identical presentation to the Merseyside CC as soon as possible. Dave Murphy was seemingly being obstructive; John Rotheram said he would deal.

c) Filling places 11 and 12 in Division 2 2012 post SGM
RR felt that Old Xaverians CC looked to be an impressive set up.

RR also suggested that the format of the game needed agreeing as soon as possible, he suggested the BFS L&DCC 1st XI KO Cup formula be adopted in its entirety. i.e. 45 overs, full hit with tram lines, MCUA umpires etc. This was unanimously agreed, this should go to M/C for their consideration. 

The question was also "where would it be held" on Sun 18th Sept? There had been no volunteers in fact Ormskirk CC had actively declined John Williams' request for same. Mike Poole offered to take the request back to Sefton Park CC. Cr Co was pleased and grateful.

Mike Poole asked if there was any interleague overview of struggling leagues and clubs. The answer largely "no" - there were too many rivalries. Les Swain commented that LCA (sic) meetings used to happen, they had now ceased. League Cricket Conference meeting still reported on them but did not offer overview or help. Cricket Development Groups touched on this to some extent.

EH commented that the Merseyside CC met regularly but little seemed to emerge from their meetings.

d) SHR reported that they had heard nothing from PQS. EH said that they were often very slow. Clubs needed the reports before      the season's end in time for remedial work but this often failed to happen.
8.        MCUA: Current briefing 
a) MCUA had temporarily "lost" 4 umpires; (CW was one of them - his knee awaited surgery). This loss of 4 umpires had made things difficult for Dave Jones recently.

b) 2 weeks ago a player had been reported for equipment abuse. The incident had been heard but not seen. There was no damage to the changing room. The club had declined to take action. An ABB had been awarded. RR wanted a steer on this. CW made clear that Cr Co or M/C did not discuss player disciplinary matters. RR accepted this and wanted a general discussion. A discussion followed. Was the offence visible/invisible, was there damage or not, was it audible on the field of play, if it was it affected the game and action had to be taken. No conclusion was reached and the matter was left open.
9.     AOB.
a) Craig Prince & the Rep side

Craig Prince had had volunteered to CW do this while standing with Mark Wilkie at Newton le Willows. M/C was pleased and the offer had been accepted with alacrity.

b) Bowling actions 
There had been no report from the game at Parkfield Liscard where the off spinner had been called; RR reported that the matter was going no further. There were a number of other suspect actions at other clubs under current observation.

c) John Williams and Chris Riley were thanked for their efforts in putting together a really good Comp Rep U21 side against the MCC yesterday Monday 1st August. 
Bootle CC was also thanked for staging the whole day superbly. 
There had been a big crowd and very good cricket. David Ottway (sic?) of MCC wanted this to be an annual fixture v BFS L&DCC on the first Monday in August. The matter would be discussed by M/C.
